	Sensory play: Playdough
For the first experience I have planned for the children to engage in a session with playdough. I setup different areas where children could choose to either use shapes to change the look of the playdough or build  constructions. I set out buckets of playdough, plastic cutters and shapes (numbers, animals and letters). The learning outcome that I hope the children take in by the end of the session is improvement of their motor skills by building objects and shapes with the playdough, and hand-eye coordination by using the shapes they were given to try and copy what they see with the playdough.

	Sensory play: Rice and colored ice
For this experience I gathered the kids at the table and put 2 cups of plain white rice in front of them. I then added the coloured ice and let the children watch how the ice melted into the rice and changed the colour of the rice to the colour of the ice. The children explored the textures of the rice and ice by touching the surface of the ice and placing their hands into the rice. The learning outcomes I hope for the children to take in after this experience is to improve their senses and knowledge on what happens when climate changes/heat affects the ice, and how it looks when the coloured ice is mixed with the white rice.


	During the experience, one of the children took the ice into their hand and started licking/sucking it into their mouth and the other kids started laughing at how the coloured ice changed the colour of their tongue.
	The parents of the children came in to talk about different cultures and days of the year which hold a special meaning to them and we had the kids share special experiences they’ve had with the class.
